The following checklist is designed to serve as an aide in keeping a tally of different
avian species observed within the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area
(DWGNRA). The DWGNRA and the Pocono Environmental Education Center
(P.E.E.C.) welcome you to get outside and enjoy the birds. The Recreation Area offers
plenty of options for birding and we hope that you will take part and enjoy what is out
there.

Located inside the Kittatinny Mountains, this area is home to numerous migrants from
our majestic Bald Eagles to the tiny Ruby-throated Hummingbird.

Spring is a pleasant time to enjoy the massive northern migration of songbirds, which
includes a potential of seeing 20+ species of warbler. Summer is alive with many neo-
tropical migrants establishing nests and displaying vibrant colors from the passionate red
of a Scarlet Tanager to the captivating blue of the Indigo Bunting. Fall migration kicks
off in August with thousands of migrating raptors flying south for the winter. Winter
may be harsh, but the area provides a great chance to see some winter finches which
during some years, will only migrate as far south as Northern Pennsylvania.

The seasons are broken down as such:

Spring....oovveviiiiiennen. March-May
Summer....................June-July
Fall.......coooi August-October
winter.............cooenls November-February
